Dear NYC Citizen Corps Council Communication Network,
 
The following information is designed to keep you updated on Hurricane Irene and how you can prepare for a coastal storm.  The NYC Office of Emergency Management (NYC OEM) is closely monitoring Hurricane Irene as it approaches the East Coast. The External Affairs team at NYC OEM will continue to communicate through the NYC Citizen Corps Council Communication Network as more information develops.
 
We encourage you to keep your families, colleagues, volunteers, and clients informed and to get prepared.
 
 

General Preparedness Messaging
 

NYC OEM is closely monitoring Hurricane Irene as it approaches the East Coast. While the forecast remains uncertain, there is a possibility New York City may experience hurricane or tropical storm conditions this weekend. OEM urges New Yorkers to find out if they live in a hurricane evacuation zone and take steps to prepare for heavy rain, storm surge, and strong winds.
 
Now is the time for New Yorkers to prepare.  Some proactive steps that you should take are:
· Check if you live in one of the three designated hurricane evacuation zones. This information is available using through the Hurricane Evacuation Zone Finder atwww.NYC.gov/hurricanezones or by calling 311 (TTY: 212-204-4115).
· If you live in an evacuation zone, determine where you will go and how you will get there if there is an evacuation. If you have pets, you should prepare for them as well.

· Sign up for Notify NYC, the City's emergency notification system at: www.NYC.gov/notify.

Key Terms: 
· Hurricane Watch: Issued for a coastal area when there is a threat of hurricane conditions within 24-36 hours
· Hurricane Warning: Issued when hurricane conditions are expected in a coastal area in 24 hours or less. 
· Tropical Storm: A tropical cyclone with sustained winds of 39-73 or greater.  
Make sure your Emergency Supply Kit is stocked and have a Go Bag ready in case you need to evacuate.
· If an evacuation order is given, evacuate immediately and be prepared to bring your go-bag with important information such as ID, medical cards, insurance information.
Help friends, relatives, neighbors, and pets prepare - especially those with disabilities or special needs.
 
Stay tuned to local radio and TV broadcasts for the latest information about Hurricane Irene. Make sure you have a battery-operated radio with extra batteries handy in case you lose power during the storm.
 
Secure your home:
· Bring in loose, lightweight objects
· Anchor objects that will be unsafe to bring inside such as gas grills or propane tanks
· If on lower floors remove items from floor in case of flooding
